Our schools and colleges worldwide are known by different names for historical 

reasons ð IBVM, Loreto or Loretto and the Congregation of Jesus- which has 

created a strong sense of belonging to one international family and of sharing a 

common identity through our founder Mary Ward.  Currently, we have almost 150 

Loreto schools and colleges with 70 000 students, 5 500 staff members and many 

hundreds of thousands of past pupils across the globe.  Our schools make use of 

the common international guidelines which are a tangible sign of our worldwide 

network. 

 

The values of Mary Ward form the core of our Loreto Family.  The values of Sincerity, 

Freedom, Justice, Truth and Joy are the foundation on which our relationships, our 

work and our interaction with all of creation is built.  Through the instilling of the Mary 

Ward values and by creating awareness through the Sustainable Development 

Goals (SDGõs) each Loreto child is able to build a strong sense of social justice and 

contribute positively to society. 

 

Loreto Schools are dedicated to providing an excellent, holistic education in an 

environment in which a childõs curiosity and imagination is stimulated through the 

learning of soft skills such as: - 

1.1. Critical thinking and Problem-Solving, 

1.2. Collaboration or Teamwork, 

1.3. Adaptability, Tolerance and Resilience, 

1.4. Creativity, 

1.5. Critical Observation, 

1.6. Curiosity and Imagination. 

These skills not only equip the child for the 21st Century but develop within the child 

a love for life-long learning. 

Education at Loreto Schools means educating a child for life.  Education at Loreto 

doesnõt only focus on academic achievement.  It also instills values and skills thus 

providing each child with the framework necessary for each to take their 

meaningful place in society; and to contribute to the common good.  A Loreto 

child learns that with the privilege of freedom and opportunities comes social 

responsibility and the awareness of the beauty and the fragility of Creation.

(23 January 1585 ð 30 January 1645) 

 

Mary Ward was born on 23rd January 1585 in the north of England during a time of 

persecution and great difficulty for Catholics.  Her personal quest for Godõs will 

gradually became clear to her.  God showed her that she was to begin a new way 

of religious life for women.  With a small group of friends, she travelled to Saint-Omer 

in Flanders.  She understood that they were to take the same way of life as the 

Society of Jesus, founded by Ignatius of Loyola, as far as was possible for women.  

Mary Ward and her first companions worked tirelessly to promote the faith, through 

the education of girls, spiritual conversations and whatever social and charitable 

activities were relevant to the time, place and circumstances.  May Wardõs belief 

in the dignity and worth of women enabled her to deepen in her followers the sense 

that òwomen can do muchó in Church and society.  She won support, particularly 

from those who recognised the need for the education of girls.  However, Mary 

Wardõs vision of an apostolic religious life for women did not fit in with the Churchõs 

view at that time. 

 

She believed that God was calling her and her followers to live a life without 

enclosure so that the members could be free to respond to the greatest needs of 

the people they served.  Such a way of life required a centralised form of 

government, a concept that was new for women religious.  She encountered many 

obstacles which culminated in her imprisonment and the suppression of her 

Institute.  Mary Ward accepted her suffering as she accepted poverty and sickness, 

with trust in God.  She remained cheerful, calm, and unswerving in her loyalty to the 

Church.  She died at York in England on 30th January 1645. 

 

On 19th December 2009, Pope Benedict XVI published a Decree recognizing the 

òheroic virtueó demonstrated by Mary Ward and thereby conferring on her the title 

òVenerableó.  Mary Wardõs foundation exists today worldwide under the names 

Congregation of Jesus and Institute of the Blessed Virgin Mary, Loreto.  Her followers 

minister in forty-four countries across five continents. 

 

Exiled from her own land, and persecuted for her beliefs, Mary Ward is without 

doubt a woman for our time.

Loreto Nana Sita, Pretoria 

Three Loreto nuns, Sr Margaret Jolivet, Sr Joseph Calahan and Sr Theresa Calahan 

arrived in Pretoria from Ireland in 1878.  They travelled by boat to Durban and then 

rode up to Pretoria by ox-wagon.  Sr Margaret Jolivet, Sr Joseph Calahan and Sr 

Teresa Calahan, fulfilled their mission on 7th June 1878 when Loreto Skinner Street 

was finally opened, with 26 pupils (20 pupils in the High School and 6 in the Primary 

School).  This was the start of the Loreto school community in South Africa.  Loreto 

Convent School (Skinner Street) in Nana Sita Street now operates as a Primary and 

High School. 

 

Loreto Convent, Strand, Cape Town  

The School opened on 1 February 1925 with 3 pupils.  The number soon increased 

to 9.  Over the years the number steadily increased.  As a result of the high running 

costs the boarding school closed in 1974 and the school continued only as a 

primary school. Due to the decreasing number of Loreto Sisters, the Sisters entrusted 

the continuation of Loreto Primary School to a Board of Governors in 1989. The first 

lay principal was Miss Athena Annasiadis. There were approximately 140 pupils at 

this time. In 1995 the Grade R class opened. In 2004 the status of the school 

changed to Public on Private Property.  

  

In 2013 permission was granted by the Loreto Sisters to incorporate Loreto 

Convent into the existing school building. By means of extensive 

renovations and alterations, the school is able to accommodate two 

classes per grade. The carrying capacity of the second class is 22 children 

in the Foundation Phase and 24 in the Intermediate and Senior Phase. 

Currently the school has 441 children. 

In 2021 Loreto House became part of the school.  Loreto House 

accommodates the Grade R and 1 classes. 

 

Loreto School Queenswood, Pretoria 

A second school opened in Pretoria in 1972 and occupied its premises in 

Hillcrest. This school was known as Hillcrest Convent and was both a Primary 

School and a High School.  Due to the expansion of the University of 

Pretoria, this school moved in 1976 to its current location and was renamed, 

Loreto School Queenswood.  The school now operates as a Primary School. 

 

There is a great richness in the diversity of the three Loreto Schools in South 
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Africa ð Queenswood has the mountain, Strand has the background of the 

sea and Nana Sita has the historical significance and Cathedral.  There are 

however differences in uniforms, facilities, programs, slogans and that both 

Loreto schools in Pretoria are Independent schools and Loreto Strand is a 

Public School on Private Property, but we are unified by prayer, our school 

badge, and the heart of our schools which lies in the values of Mary Ward 

and the practice of the spirit of Ubuntu. 

 

Our three South African schools belong to the Catholic Schools Office 

(Western Cape and Gauteng) which assists in the planning and 

implementation of networking amongst all Catholic schools as well as 

provides schools with the formation of spirituality and religious education.
